Concerned about the future of square dancing in the NNJSDA area?
Volunteer to join the Board and help keep us a vibrant organization.
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Fromthe computer of... Rusty & Richard Ball, NNJSDA Presidents
Several of us from the NNJSDA joined the standing-room-

only crowd at a presentation on the recruitment of square dancers
given by two callers, Nasser Shukayr and Jerry Story, at the
National Convention in Charlotte. They had some fascinating
things to point out — things we just accept in square dancing.

The first concept is that square dancing is a PRODUCT, and
we are not using our best approach to sell our product. Keep in
mind that Nasser and Jerry are among a large group of square dance professionals
who make their living doing what we do for a pastime, and who are promoting a
more up-to-date way of approaching our “marketing.”

There are statistics available (based on CALLERLAB research) that say if you
ask 100 people if they would try a square dance, 56% would say ‘Yes’ or ‘Maybe.’
Ask those same 100 people if they would be willing to take 10 weeks of lessons to
learn how to square dance and that number slims down to 0%. None. Not one person
would say yes, on average. Besides that, if they miss alesson, we tell them they may
have to start over — and then after the first 10 weeks of lessons, we sort of slip in the
fact that another 10 weeks will be necessary to really be a dancer and start enjoying
themselves — when they thought they were just going to come and have fun dancing!

The flip side of the coin, however, is that if you ask 100 people who have
already attended and enjoyed square dancing if they are willing to take 10 weeks of
lessons to learn the Mainstream program, the number goes up to closer to 30%. In
other words, if you can get them someplace where they can dance immediately and
turn them into DANCERS, you stand a much, much higher chance of turning them
into square dancers.

Nasser says, “Square dancing is a well kept secret from new customers.
Beginner classes usually start only once a year. By the third or fourth week of class,
it’stoo late to accept new people. Most of the year, we offer no product to the public.

“What if we sold square dancing instead of square dance lessons? What if new
people could start any time they choose, instead of waiting for the next class to
begin? No experience required, take three different beginner dances in any order,

new people and their friends can join at any time. You’re selling dancing instead of

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Caller Pal Johnson Retires

At Lakeland Square’s October 30 barn
dance, caler Pa Johnson officialy
announced his retirement at the end of
2007.

Pal was introduced to square dancing
in the mid 1970s when his first wife (since
deceased) coaxed him into going to a free
open house dance. Dave Laws, a founder of
Lakeland Squares, was the caller. Pal had
such a good time that he took lessons and
graduated to become a member of Lakeland
Squares. At that time, Dick Jones, Mike
Foley, and Bob Mitchell were the club
calers. Pal became friends with them, and
they encouraged him to try calling. Pal
became a charter member of Lakeland
4 when the club incorporated around 1977.

His first calling job was in 1980 as instructor for Lakeland’s class, and he
continued teaching for the club for 25 more years, during which time he graduated
over 300 dancers.

In 1990, Barbara Sherry, who had lost her husband two years earlier, decided to
retake dancing lessons and joined his class. After graduation, she and Pal began
dating and were married a year later. November 28, 2007 was their 15" anniversary.

Pal has called for many local clubs as well as hundreds of “one nighters” and
demonstrations, including dances for disabled dancers (blind, in wheelchairs, etc.).
He has also taught square dancing in several high schools as part of their regular gym
classes. Several times each year he has called for various Girl Scout and Brownie
troops for “Father/Daughter” nights. These dances usually drew between 150 and
300 dancers.

Although he will no longer be calling, he and Barbara have every intention of
dancing “aslong as our legs hold out.”

In Memoriam
Bill Anderson, Caller

Bill Anderson passed away on August 19, 2007, at the age of 75. Born in
Kentucky, he moved to Staten Island after serving in the Air Force during the Korean
conflict. Bill and his wife, Donna, were active square dancers before he became a
caller. He used his magnificent tenor voice as a recording artist with Red Boot
Records and as a member of New York City’s Opera Workshop. The Andersons
chaired New Jersey’s first State Square Dance Convention in 1987. They also
assisted Doc and Peg Tirrell, the founding editors of our Grand Square, with
production of the publication. Recently, NJNY dancers saw Bill and Donna at the
National Sgquare Dance Convention in Texas when the Andersons attended the event
in their mechanized wheelchairs from their retirement home in Sutherland Springs,
Texas.

For over 20 years, Bill volunteered weekly at Goldwater Rehabilitation Hospital
on Roosevelt Idand in Manhattan teaching wheelchair square dancing. He was
honored on an Al Roker NBC-TV feature segment for his years of devoted service.
At St. Paul’s Episcopal Church in Englewood, Bill was known as “The Cookie Man”
(for creating a different flavor cookie every week for the coffee hour after Sunday
services) and “The Brass Man” (for polishing all of the brass in the church in one
year).

In Memoriam

Just about anyone who
attended an NNJSDA dance in
the past decade would remem-
ber Al Ruh — the big guy with
a big smile and an even higger
heart; the man with twinkling
eyes, the person who was
always ready with a story and
a laugh. Cancer claimed Al’s
life on July 13, 2007, leaving a
hole in the heat of the
NNJSDA. B o, R s

Al was born in Brooklyn, NY but spent much of his life in Blairstown, NJ. He
worked many years for IBM before opening the Sunset Christmas Tree Farm in
Blairstown, and he also served as Warren County Surrogate.

During the Viet Nam war, Al was an Army major. His active duty included
three yearsin Viet Nam and Thailand. Afterward, Al remained in the National Guard
for 20 years and was a member of both the VFW and American Legion.

An avid model railroader, Al laid tracks in his back yard and outfitted them with
two full-size cabooses, one of which held model railroad layouts that he designed
and crafted himself. “Al did pristine work, and every detail had to be absolutely
perfect,” recalled his partner, Kay Davis. She has fond memories of accompanying
him as he searched for “treasures” around old railroad tracks using a metal detector.
Al volunteered with the Cumbres and Toltec Scenic Railroad by restoring railroad
cars and transporting tourists from Chama, NM to Antonito, CO and back.

In 1993, Al began a new hobby: square dancing. He took lessons from the
Kittatinny Rangers, where Kay served as class coordinator. “It was my job to
encourage the class to attend student dances at Kittatinny, other clubs, and the
NNJSDA. When | asked if he wanted to go, he always answered, ‘If you’re going,
I’1l go.” Dancing evolved into dating.”

Kay and Al shared a love for travel, and many of their destinations were
National Sgquare Dance Conventions. Along with three other couples, they arrived
early or stayed after the convention to sightsee.

Al held the offices of president, vice president/class coordinator, and treasurer
of Kittatinny Rangers. He was also treasurer and assistant treasurer of the NNJSDA.
“Even when he was no longer able to dance, he attended every meeting and dance,
helping out as much as he could,” Kay remembered.

Al leaves two sons. “Thomas lives in Georgia and shares his interest in model
railroading,” said Kay. “Timothy from Arkansas was here last spring to learn the
Christmas tree business, and he isinterested in continuing his father’s farm.”

Mike Szekula and Donna Poyer of Kittatinny Rangers expressed the sentiments
of Al’s dancing family: “He was an enormous asset to our club and the Board, and
will be greatly missed by his family and many friends.”

In December, he required gall bladder surgery, which seemed to be successful.
